The Order of the Clerics Regular Minor (Adorno Fathers) will be visiting our parish the weekend of July 8th and 9th. The 
Adorno Fathers came into existence in the 16th century. They are a religious Order of priests and brothers who profess the vows 
of Poverty, Chastity, Obedience and Not Seeking Ecclesiastical Dignities, following the example of Jesus Christ, who Himself 
was poor, chaste, obedient, and humble. Centered on the Holy Eucharist, they desire to sanctify themselves by imitating in 
their lives, the Paschal Mystery of Christ. They humbly try to live out today, the miracles of faith, hope, and charity inherited 
from their holy founders. Today they are engaged in carrying out humanitarian works as the source of hope and encourage-
ment to the people afflicted by dire socio-economic conditions who they serve. 

The Adorno Fathers serve in parishes where they share their motto, “For the Greater Glory of the Risen Christ” and spirituality 
with the people of God. 

In addition to proclaiming the Gospel and witnessing, they work in social fields such as: adoptions, hospitals and clinics, 
schools, aqueducts, feeding centers, community building, and churches.
